Notes: The portion of the Building AE west of the north and south wings and the central frame low bay is the clean room complex.  The areas in the high bay clean room complex (rooms 131 and 132) are the space available to payload projects.  The rooms mentioned above are areas devoted to clean rooms and supporting anterooms.  Equipment enters through the 4.5 m X 11m (14 ft. X 36 ft.) airlock doors.  The airlock contains a 5.4 metric ton (6 ton) monorail crane; the test room (room 132) has a 1.8 metric ton (2 ton) monorail and a 4.5 metric ton (5 ton) bridge crane.  Room 133 is the high bay airlock.  This facility is used for nonhazardous payload processing.  See facility handbook, K-STSM-14.1.1, for more detailed information.



The clean room contains two portable assembly structures used in the assembly of the payload process.  Fluorescent lighting, ladder, emergency exit signs and doors, cameras and other appurtances are within the clean room.

Notes:  For access to either clean room, one must enter through four chambers. The first three chambers (rooms 117, 118, 120) act as airlock rooms leading to either room 113 or 115 which are designated change rooms.  Room 119 and 111 are the clean rooms which contain special equipment for refurbishing spaceflight hardware used on the space shuttle. 



Special caution shall be taken when cleaning this facility.  This Lab contains chemicals classified as hazardous materials which can react with ordinary products used for cleaning.   The Contractor shall use caution and coordinate cleaning requirements and schedules with the customer prior to cleaning this facility.  All cleaning materials shall be coordinated with the customer and approved before use.

Notes:  The LSSF (Hangar L) is a concrete block steel frame building with two 2-story “lean-to”  structures connected at the sides (north and south sides of the facility). Overall dimensions of the building are 170’X184’. The building supports non-human life science experiments processing.  The LSSF contains laboratories, areas for surgery, x-ray, data management, storage synchronous ground control, and offices as well as providing expansion capabilities for overlapping missions.



The central high bay area is divided approximately in half. The northern section consists of laboratories, surgery, X-ray, supply, showers and lockers, receiving area, and cage washing and storage.  The southern section consists of four laboratories, and an enclosed high bay.  Expansion of the LSSF includes a second floor with additional laboratories and a controlled coldroom.  At the southwest end of the central high bay is a biomass production chamber and support systems being used as a test bed for the Closed Ecological Life Support System (CELSS).
