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6.0  KSC PSCN Video Teleconference System  (ViTS) and Collaborative Engineering Environment (CEE) Labs  (Mod 17) 
Operate conferencing facilities as identified below, train users, integrate electronic meeting systems into facilities as required, maintain KSC supplied equipment, and schedule/reschedule conferences.  Normal coverage shall be from 7:30 am until 6:30 pm, Monday through Friday.  However, flexible conferencing scheduling shall be provided, as required, to accommodate program driven conference sessions.
The operation of these teleconferencing centers requires the coordination of pre-conference equipment configuration, preventive maintenance and scheduling functions to be directed through the Video Teleconferencing Control Center (VTCC) at Marshall Spaceflight Center (MSFC).  Intra-center communications will require wideband, broadband, assorted special circuits and Ethernet in/out of the ViTS and CEE Lab rooms.

Video Teleconferencing Systems (ViTS) - Manage five Video Teleconferencing Systems (ViTS) facilities located in the KSC Headquarters Building (M6-399), room 3125, Operations Support Building (OSB, K6-1096), room 6320, Space Station Processing Facility (SSPF), room 3045, SSPF, room 3252, and E&O Building (CCAS), room 204.  Coordinate network problems with MSFC gateway.  Provide mobile low bandwidth video support to KSC and CCAS.

Collaborative Engineering Environment (CEE) Labs - Manage three Collaborative Engineering Environment (CEE) Lab facilities located in the KSC Headquarters building (M6-399), Operations & Checkout Building (O&C, M7-355), and the Operations Support Building (OSB, K6-1096).  Coordinate with JPL tech support, MSFC gateway, and network carriers.  J-BOSC personnel will coordinate maintenance repair of CEE equipment with JPL.  The funding and purchase of new CEE equipment will be provided by NASA.

6.1   Multi-media/ViTS Support Services for KSC Senior Management (Mod 29)
Provide daily multi-media presentation support, as scheduled, for meetings and conferences conducted by the KSC Center Director, Deputy Directors, and staff in the KSC Headquarters building fourth floor conference room.  Arrange for multi-media equipment needs for meetings held at the KSC Conference Center, other on-site meeting facilities, and off-center, assisting the Center Director and Deputy Directors in presentation support at these meetings.  Confer with the Deputy Director for Business Operations and staff on proposed support plans for presentation and associated functions.
Ensure high quality level presentations and readiness of presentation facilities and equipment.  Provide expertise and assistance to the KSC Center Director, Deputy Directors, and staff for preparation of presentations in terms of effectiveness of media choice, graphics, and layout based on size and nature of the audience and the availability of equipment needed. Coordinate with all presenters, both local and external to the Center, as appropriate, to convey recommended presentation standards, and to determine media support required and presentation sequencing.
Provide for operation, maintenance, and configuration management of KSC Headquarters fourth floor conference room multi-media equipment (to include computer and network components), to efficiently support all requirements.  Maintain currency of presentation materials, procedures, and techniques, recommending and/or making changes in equipment and techniques as appropriate.  Manage and coordinate audio, Video Teleconferencing Services (ViTS), KSC television, recording, computer, and other associated services. For ViTS conference sessions provide pre-conference equipment configuration and scheduling functions to be directed through the Video Teleconferencing Control Center (VTCC) at Marshall Space Flight Center (MSFC).
Provide for the appropriate confidentiality of conference proceedings.  Assure that classified or sensitive material provided for presentation is returned to the speaker personally and that the projection and conference rooms are maintained in accordance with latest revisions of NPG 2810.1 “Security of Information Technology” and NPG 1620.X “Security Procedures and Guidelines” as revised. Compliance with these requirements will be supplemented by adherence with local NASA KSC installation security directives.  
Coordinate a variety of administrative services in support of the KSC Center Director and his staff.  Obtain J-BOSC provided Graphics and Publications services as required to support effective communications with Center personnel, external organizations, and the public.  Provide Government vehicle coordinator services to include maintenance and reporting of vehicle log and coordination of vehicle servicing.
7.0  Standards and Calibration Labs / Windows 95 Desktops  (SCL)

Computer systems used in the Calibration Laboratory fall into two categories: User workstations and File Servers.

User Workstations (Approximately 50 Computers)
These computers are primarily 486 IBM clone computers with 3 Pentium computers running various operating systems which include: DOS 5.0; DOS 6.2 and  Windows 95.  These computers are used to access the Laboratory database recall system and a variety of  automated calibration programs.  Additional applications these computers support is;  calibration data analysis and  report writing using the Windows Office package; automation program / database program design and development; E-mail and Internet services;  access to the EGG LAN purchase request program and a variety of other Base
