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	The purpose of this modification is to incorporate B.5.B. Statement of Work changes reflected in Change Orders: 

01-40, 01-41, 01-44, 02-09, 02-13(A), 02-21, 02-33, 02-36, 02-40 and 02-47.  Action does not affect contract value. 

This change revises statement of work, attachments, and technical exhibits as indicated in B.5.B letters issued from 01 Apr 01 through 21 Jun 02 (Mod 92 incorporated changes from contract inception through 30 Mar 01).  Changes are shown on the attached pages. 
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Changes under B.5.B actions:

1. CCR 01-40, Add the below paragraph to Section J, Attachment J-1, SOW 2.2.2.1, Roads and Grounds

SGS shall maintain a vegetation height of nine (9) inches or less in areas on either side of the KSC railroad tracks at three locations.  The vegetation adjacent to the tracks to 25 feet away is maintained by another party and is not the responsibility of JBOSC.  The areas are generally of a rectangular shape on both sides of the tracks as follows:  Roberts Road Area: Located just east of KSC Gate 2C.  The length of the rectangles from “blue sign to blue sign” is 800 feet on both sides of the tracks.  The width of the rectangles begins at 25 feet from the track centerline and extends to 125 feet away from the track centerline on either side.  Suspect Siding Area: Located southeast of KSC Gate 4 on State Road 3.  The length of the rectangles is from the far west end of the railroad spur for a distance of 800 feet to the east on both sides of the tracks.  The width of the rectangles begins at 25 feet from the track centerline to 145 feet away from the track centerline on either side.  RPSF Area:  Located about 525 feet east from the southeast corner of the RPSF facility.  The length of the rectangles is from 525 feet east from the southeast corner of the RPSF fence for a distance of 800 feet to the east along the length of the track on either side.  The width of the rectangles begins at 25 feet from the track centerline to 50 feet away from the track centerline on either side.

8.0 System Administrator Support for KPRO (KSC Project and Resources Online) Project Management System

To provide System Administrator support for the ongoing KPRO project.

The functions of the KPRO System Administrator will include:

· Perform maintenance, upgrade, and repair of server software and hardware.  This function is performed on the development, test, training, and production servers.

· Monitors vendor-provided maintenance or warranty maintenance compliance on hardware and software.

· Devises a comprehensive backup strategy, automates server backups, and changes backup tapes as necessary.

· Monitor the status of the server operating system, database management system, and web server by reviewing various logs and running scripts.

· KPRO servers are upgraded as necessary to install new software or new versions of existing software.  Ensures compliance with licensing requirements for all installed software.

· Industry publications and/or electronic distribution are reviewed to identify bugs and security problems with server operating system and software.  Bug and security fixes are applied in consolation with the KPRO development team.

· Ensures that system maintenance and recovery procedures are documented.

KPRO System Administrator list of responsibilities:

1. System Backups

a. Schedule and maintain automated backups on development, test, training, and production servers

b. Change backup tapes

2. Monitor Server Health/Status

a. Check NT event logs

b. Monitor disk space usage

c. Review output from automated scripts to check status of Database Management Systems

d. Check access to application website (production system)

e. Monitor industry publications and/or electronic distribution lists to track identified bugs and security problems with the server operating system and software

3. Maintain server software hardware

a. Install new software

b. Upgrade to software versions

c. Apply fixes for bugs and security problems

d. Monitor software licenses

e. Monitor vendor-provided maintenance or warranty maintenance compliance

f. Troubleshoot and repair software/hardware problems

4. Document maintenance and recovery procedures (Mod 132)
