PRICED OPTIONS TO EXTEND COMMUNICATION SUPPORT            (SOW 3.3.2)
Under this contract, the government may exercise options  to continue communication support for NASA administrative and institutional management delineated in SOW 3.3.2, beyond 30 September 01.  This support includes network management, pagers, loaner pool, support to NASA specific radios (emergency services, vehicles, handhelds), Video Teleconferencing System (VITS) facilities, management of fax equipment, low bandwidth video, interface with cable plant, backbone, and other communication systems.  The government may exercise this option by written notice to the Contractor not later than  60 days prior to commencement of the option period.
ARTICLE B-8
PRICED OPTION FOR CALIBRATION SERVICES TO THE EASTERN RANGE SITES FOR THE PRECISION MEASUREMENT EQUIPMENT LABORATORY (SOW 3.2.3.2)
Under this contract, the government may exercise options for calibration services to the Eastern Range sites Precision Measurement Equipment Laboratory (PMEL) as delineated in SOW 3.2.3.2.  The government may exercise this option by written notice to the contractor not later than 60 days prior to commencement of the option period.
2.2.2.1 Roads and Grounds. SGS shall provide roads and grounds maintenance at CCAFS, and only grounds maintenance at PAFB, PAFB Housing, and the Florida Annexes. The SR A1A corridor that extends 50 feet on both sides of the roadway centerline along PAFB is not included in the contract. (MOD 125)  SGS shall provide engineering to analyze and make recommendations for road rehabilitation contracts. SGS shall sweep, vacuum, and maintain the concrete SLF runway and parking aprons, and the SLF tow-way to K6-894 (OM and K6-848 (VAB) to maintain an environment that is free of foreign object debris (FOD) and ready for Orbiter landing and towing operations. SGS shall provide operator coverage 24 a per day, 7 days a week for the NASA Causeway (Indian River) and Haulover Canal drawbridges and shall operate the NASA Causeway (Banana River) drawbridge and Jay-Jay railroad bridge on an on-call basis.

SGS responsibilities shall include grass mowing, edging or trimming; eliminating weeds; applying fertilizer; maintaining the landscaping; cleaning up debris; watering; and maintaining the watering system. 

SGS shall operate and maintain all Government-furnished equipment (GFE) provided for this contract. Operators shall be properly licensed and equipment shall be maintained in safe and reliable condition.

SGS shall provide grounds and landscape maintenance for KSC, CCAS, the Florida Annexes, and PAFB common areas, vacant Military Family Housing units, and recreation areas (except the PAFB golf course, the NASA KARS facilities, and occupied family housing).  (Mod 136)  

SGS shall maintain a vegetation height of nine (9) inches or less on areas on either side of the KSC railroad tracks at three locations.  The vegetation adjacent to the tracks to 25 feet away is maintained by another party and is not the responsibility of JBOSC.  The areas are generally of a rectangular shape on both sides of the tracks as follows:  Roberts Road Area:  Located just east of KSC Gate 2C.  The length of the rectangles from “blue sign to blue sign” is 800 feet on both sides of the tracks.  The width of the rectangles begins at 25 feet from the track centerline and extends to 125 feet away from the track centerline on either side.  Suspect Siding Area:  Located southeast of KSC Gate 4 on State Road 3.  The length of the rectangles is from the far west end of the railroad spur for a distance of 800 feet to the east on both sides of the tracks.  The width of the rectangle begins at 25 feet from the track centerline to 145 feet away from the track centerline on either side.  RPSF Area:  Located about 525 feet east from the southeast corner of the RPSF facility.  The length of the rectangles is from 525 feet east from the southeast corner of the RPSF fence for a distance of 800 feet to the east along the length of the track on either side. The width of the rectangles begins at 25 feet from the track centerline to 50 feet away from the track centerline on either side.  (Mod 132)    

SGS shall maintain a planting program for improved and semi-improved “A” areas. This task includes pruning trees, shrubs, and hedges and removing the cuttings; replacing grass sod; and removing stumps and dead plants. SGS shall maintain grass, shrubs, and trees in a healthy green color.
