CCAS REFUSE COLLECTION SERVICES

The Contractor shall perform the refuse collection services as identified below.  Workload estimates are provided in Technical Exhibit 5.5-811.

1. ROUTE AND COLLECTION SCHEDULES.

a) The collection schedule shall be established so that collection operations are accomplished between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and  4:00 p.m.,  Monday  through  Friday, excluding holidays.

b) The Contractor shall furnish the route pick up schedule to the FAC within five (5) working days of the contract start date.  This schedule shall be in compliance with SOW specifications and not to be changed without a three-week advance written notice to the FAC.

2. POINTS OF COLLECTION.

a) The points of collection (collection stations and units) for pick up of refuse by the Contractor are shown in Technical Exhibits 5.5-813 and 5.5-814.

b) The Government will designate collection stations and, where necessary, provide pads, stands or other suitable structures for assembling and storing refuse for pick up by the Contractor.  If a container becomes difficult to empty due to an uneven base, the Contractor shall notify the FAC for correction and make every effort to empty the container as scheduled.  The Contractor may not relocate or combine pick up stations without approval from the FAC.

3. POSITIONING OF CONTAINERS.

a) After refuse collection, the Contractor shall replace non-disposable containers to the point of collection with the cover(s) securely in place.  The Contractor shall not roll, push or drag any container or device over cultivated areas in a manner which will cause damage to vegetation.  If containers are overturned, regardless of the cause, the Contractor shall gather up and dispose of any and all spilled material, trash or refuse located in the area of the container and return container to its upright position.

b) The Contractor shall position all bulk containers at collection stations to best aid the user in disposing of refuse while minimizing interference with adjacent parking areas, sidewalks, roadways, etc.

c) When more than one container is positioned at one collection station, containers shall be placed as close together as feasible for user convenience and organized appearance.

d) The Contractor shall furnish replacement containers for all containers removed for cleaning.

e) The locations of permanent roll offs and dumpsters is subject to change.  The Contractor shall place them as instructed by the FAC at no additional cost.  

f) The Contractor shall locate mobile roll offs as directed by the FAC for the duration of this contract at no additional cost.
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g) Three sided container enclosures are provided by the Government in some areas.  Where available the Contractor shall utilize these enclosures.  In the event the Contractor damages or destroys an enclosure, he/she shall be responsible for repairs to restore it to its original appearance.

4. SPILLAGE.

All refuse spilled from refuse collection trucks in transit or at collection points shall be collected immediately.  Each vehicle shall have appropriate equipment to facilitate this pick up i.e., a broom, yard rake and scoop.  The Contractor shall police within 15 feet of all collection sites during refuse pick up times.

5. REPORTS.  

The Contractor shall compile accurate data on vehicle load size by weight and submit a monthly report to the FAC showing total monthly tonnage of household waste, yard waste, and construction debris transported to the Brevard County Landfill.  Report shall be generated for CCAFS.  The respective Tonnage Report shall reach the applicable FAC no later than the fifth working day of the month following the month covered in the report.  The information contained in these reports is used exclusively by the Civil Engineer Environmental Flight and has no direct application to this contract.

6. INCLEMENT WEATHER SCHEDULE.  

The Contractor shall collect refuse during periods of inclement weather.  Exceptions to this may be authorized by the FAC in cases of severe weather.  When exceptions are granted, the Contractor shall accomplish all collections for each day missed in order to "make-up" all missed collections within 24 hours after the severe weather has terminated.  If all "make-up" collections cannot be made within 24 hours, the Contractor shall submit a revised schedule to the FAC for approval.  Rescheduling to provide “make-up” collections shall not be a basis for a claim by the Contractor for additional compensation.

7. CONTRACTOR-FURNISHED CONTAINERS.  

Contractor-furnished containers shall be maintained in a good, serviceable, neat and well-painted condition at all times.  Damaged or unsightly containers shall be replaced or repaired as required by the FAC.

8. SANITATION REQUIREMENTS.  

a) All phases of refuse collection and disposal service shall be conducted to comply with current applicable sanitary regulations and the "Solid Waste Management Act of l988".

b) The Contractor shall thoroughly clean all refuse collection equipment to include dumpsters, roll-offs, compactors, other containers and miscellaneous equipment as often as necessary to ensure they are reasonably free of unpleasant odors, dirt, debris, and pests.  Equipment shall be sprayed with insecticide after each cleaning.  Additional cleaning of containers shall be accomplished when deemed necessary and directed by the FAC to maintain sanitary conditions.

c) Vehicles brought onto the Site for hauling waste and recyclables shall be clean and, when necessary, sprayed off-Site, with an approved disinfectant to prevent obnoxious odors, and prevent the attraction or propagation of vectors.  Vehicles not in a neat/clean appearance, may be denied entrance onto Site property as directed by the FAC.  The Contractor shall maintain the schedule with a cleaned or replaced vehicle.

d) Washing shall be performed in a manner so as not to contaminate the surrounding area or result in environmental pollution.
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e) Cleaning of small occupant containers (20-32-gallon cans) in the family housing areas is the responsibility of the individual housing occupant.

9. DISPOSAL OF REFUSE.

a) The Contractor shall utilize his/her own owned and operated vehicles.  All vehicles will be operated in accordance with Base Traffic Regulations.  If radio equipped, radios will comply with and be operated in accordance with the Base Radio Frequency Regulations.

b) The Contractor shall be responsible for disposal of applicable refuse in the permitted Brevard County Landfill which is located at 2500 Adamson Road, Cocoa, FL.   The Contractor shall ensure deliveries are made during normal landfill operating hours.  Refuse material shall not be stored in vehicles overnight.  

c) The Contractor shall not dispose of any material which has obvious value and appears to have been inadvertently placed near the collection point, unless such material is designated as refuse by the FAC or housing resident.

2.1.1 Facilities Planning. SGS shall provide a full range of facilities planning services for KSC, CCAS, PAFB, and the Florida Annexes, as described in the following paragraphs. SGS shall be committed to preserving Government assets and protecting the environment. SGS shall continuously promote the stewardship of Government resources among managers and the workforce. The SGS approach shall be to protect the Government’s investment through dedicated maintenance and repair of infrastructure, advocacy for capital improvements, effective land use for all activities and tenants, and continuous observations and recommendations to appropriate Government personnel in all areas. 

2.1.1.1 Real Property Management. SGS shall provide management, transactions, physical inventory, and accounting for all real property on KSC, CCAS, and the Florida Annexes, including instruments such as leases, permits, rights of entry, easements, and licenses. 2.2.1.31  Component Refurbishment and Chemical Analysis (CRCA) Support. Activities associated with this change are estimated to be concluded by March 31, 1999. (Mod 92)  

2.2.2 Refuse, Pest Control, and Grounds Maintenance. SGS shall perform landscape maintenance, grass mowing and care, sanitation (trash pick up and disposal), and pest control for assigned facilities, systems, and equipment. This includes inspection, maintenance, repair, and operation of roads, parking areas, ditches, bridges, and heavy equipment. SGS shall be
